To plan, deliver and supervise pupils in the classroom and to lead in the planning, preparation and delivery of wrap around care. You’ll play a key role in inspiring children to learn both in the classroom and through nature based learning and outdoor exploration.

Key Tasks & Duties
Support for pupils
· Establish rapport and respectful, trusting relationships with pupils, acting as a role model and setting high expectations.
· Promote inclusion and acceptance of all pupils in the classroom by encouraging them to interact with each other and to engage in activities led by the teacher
· Contribute to the development and implementation of Learning Support Plans, act as a Key Worker for students and liaise with parents under the direction of the SENDCO
· Promote self-esteem and independence, and employ strategies to recognise and reward achievement of self-reliance.
· Provide specific feedback in discussion with pupils on their progress and achievement, in line with school policy.
· Plan, deliver and supervise pupils both in the classroom and during high quality forest school sessions that engage and challenge children including children with SEND.
· Setting up activities and preparing the equipment and materials needed for each session.
· Storing the indoor/outdoor learning, materials, tools and equipment and ensuring it stays in a good condition.
· Helping to promote the Forest School principles to the school and wider community.
Support for teachers
· Communicating effectively with the Headteacher, other staff and parents/carers.
· Always being responsible for high standards of care and support of all children.
· Promote positive values, attitudes and good pupil behaviour. Deal promptly with conflicts and incidents whilst encouraging pupils to take responsibility for their own behaviour, in line with established school policies.
· Work with the teacher to plan and implement lessons/activities, evaluating and adjusting lesson work / plans according to pupils’ learning styles and individual needs and to meet pre-determined learning objectives.
· Contribute to the setting up and on-going delivery of local and national learning strategies, e.g. literacy and numeracy effectively utilising all alternative opportunities to support extended development of pupils’ skills.
· Monitor and evaluate pupils’ responses to learning activities through observation and planned recording of achievement against pre-determined learning objectives.  Provide objective and accurate feedback and reports as required on pupil achievement, progress, and other matters, ensuring availability of appropriate evidence. 
· Undertake routine marking of pupils’ work and accurately record achievement/progress using an explicit mark scheme that does not require interpretation. Invigilate tests and examinations as required and facilitate access arrangements.
· Create and maintain an appropriate learning environment in liaison with the teacher.
· Assist with the display of pupils’ work if required.
· Determine the need for, prepare and maintain general and specialist equipment and resources. 
· Assist in developing the outdoor environment through new and creative ideas.
Support for school
· Developing community links to support the wrap around care provision and the wider school.
· Writing and checking risk assessments for activities.
· Assist with activities outside the classroom, working as part of a team to supervise pupils and support Activity Leaders.
· Accompany teaching staff and pupils on visits, trips and out-of-school activities as required and take responsibility for a group under the supervision of a teacher.
· Act as cover, supervising whole classes occasionally, during short-term unforeseen absence of teachers. Maintain good order and keep pupils on task. Respond to pupils’ questions and generally assist pupils to undertake set activities.
Standard duties
· To understand the importance of inclusion, equality and diversity, both when working with pupils and with colleagues, and to promote equal opportunities for all.
· To uphold and promote the values and the ethos of the school.
· Ensure health and safety procedures are followed at all times. 
· To implement and uphold the policies, procedures and codes of practice of the school, including relating to finance, data protection, ICT, health & safety, anti-bullying and safeguarding/child protection.
