JOB OUTLINE 
· To provide support to the teacher, in an appropriate learning environment.

5. To provide support for children with physical needs e.g. assisting with moving around school, assistance with feeding, assistance with changing, assisting with safe use of equipment.
6. To provide assistance in the development of learning resources within the school.
7. To prepare, care for and store resources.
8. To undertake basic first aid duties and attend to sick children, including administering medicine, changing soiled clothing and maintaining hygiene standards.
9. Breaktime and lunchtime supervision.
10. To liaise sensitively with parents/carers as agreed with the teacher within your roles and responsibilities.
